-This is a pretty good interactive online game that you can play. I think it might build for kids and also for adults and showing how to taking care of household work. Before you start, you have to choose the hardest level of the game. There are 3 levels; easy, medium and hard. Easy level has 3 minutes limit, medium level has 5 minutes limit, and the hardest level gives you 7 minutes and more tasks to do. There are eight rooms in the game and each room need individual attention from the player. Kids rooms are located upstairs of the house and the household works are located at downstairs of the house. You can switch rooms by clicking the arrows up, down, left and right. You need to panic meter down while you are taking care of the kids and housework. Kids need help for their homework, medicine, diapers, love, discipline in all four rooms, they are all in different ages. You have to guess what they need from their actions and their impressions on their face. For example, if they need medicine, their face looks greenish and looking at you showing that they are sick.
